John was elected to the Provincial Legislature in the spring of 2005 as the member for 
the largely rural riding of Dufferin-Peel-Wellington-Grey.  In 2007, John will seek 
election in the urban Toronto riding of Don Valley West.  He remains committed to 
building a sustainable future for both urban and rural Ontario alike. 
 

In 2003, John Tory ran in the hotly-contested Mayoral race in the City of Toronto, came from way behind 
the pack to finish a close second to current Mayor David Miller with 38% of the vote.  
 
Prior to seeking public office, John Tory had a career in the private sector that prepared him well for the 
challenges of provincial leadership.  He served as one of Canada’s most prominent and well-respected 
business leaders in the roles of President and CEO of Rogers Media Inc. from 1995-1999, and then 
President and CEO of Rogers Cable Inc. from 1999 – 2003.  At Rogers, John ushered in a new era of 
CEO and corporate accountability, while making Rogers one of Canada’s leaders in customer service and 
choice, through innovative products like on-demand service. 
 
Throughout his entire life, John Tory has been an active volunteer for numerous community and 
charitable causes.  As volunteer chair for the United Way he spearheaded a fundraising drive that raised a 
then-record $75 million to help people living in need.  He has also has been an active volunteer for 
community organizations ranging from St. Michaels Hospital to the Salvation Army.
